Notice is hereby given that the City of Gautier, Mississippi, will receive sealed bids for the Gautier Highway 90 Streetscape Phase 2 CDBG Project No. R-109-192-01-KCR no later than 2:00 P.M., Local Time, Thursday, the 14th day of July, 2011, at the Purchasing Agent’s Office, City Hall, located at 3330 Highway 90, Gautier, Mississippi.  All bids so received will be publicly opened and read aloud.
The work shall consist essentially of the following base bid and alternate items:

Furnishing and installing approximately 14,000 square yards of concrete pathway, 115 decorative roadway lighting assemblies, 26,000 feet of underground branch circuits, 4 secondary power controllers, modifications to 4 secondary power controllers, 380 trees, 10,000 square yards of solid sod, hydro seeding, decorative concrete stamping & staining, large metal sculpture, large fountain, brick pavers, rest shelters, 2000 tons of asphalt paving, milling, miscellaneous driveway/roadway repair/replacement, precast concrete boardwalk system, 280 linear feet of precast concrete retaining wall system, treated timber pilings, miscellaneous amenities, miscellaneous shrubs/ hanging baskets/ ground cover/ mulch & fertilizer, 2700 feet of reinforced concrete pipe, 7800 cubic yards of granular soil material, automatic irrigation system, rip-rap, and all other miscellaneous appurtenances related to a roadway streetscape & roadway roundabout project.   Location of said work is along Dolphin Drive and within the Highway 90 right-of-way from Beasley Road to Johnston Road in Gautier, Mississippi.

The above general outline of features of the work does not in any way limit the responsibility of the Contractor to perform all work and furnish all labor, equipment, and materials required by the specifications and the drawings referred to therein.

The maximum time allowable for completion of said project is TWO HUNDRED FORTY (240) calendar days following the CITY'S written order to commence (Notice to Proceed).

The City of Gautier hereby notifies all Bidders that it will affirmatively insure that in any contract entered into pursuant to this advertisement, disadvantaged and women’s business enterprises will be afforded the full opportunity to submit bids in response to this invitation and will not be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color, or national origin in consideration for an award.

The Contract Documents are on file and may be examined during normal business hours at the office of Neel Schaffer, Inc., 3019 Magnolia Street, Pascagoula, Mississippi 39567.  All documents required for bidding purposes may be obtained from the same Neel Schaffer, Inc. office upon payment of $175.00 for each set, which will not be refunded. 
The MDOT Permits and MDEQ Storm water Permits obtained for this project along with the Storm water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) are available at the same office for examination upon request.

Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968 requires that the City and contractors

 participating in CDBG projects give opportunities for job training and employment to lower income 
 residents of the Section 3 area that is described below:

Section 3 also requires that “to maximum extent feasible” contracts for work in connection with Section 3 covered projects be awarded to business concerns that are located in or owned in substantial part by persons residing in the Section 3 area.

The Section 3 area is defined as the City of Gautier.

Each bid shall be accompanied by a Certified Check on a solvent bank or a Bidder’s Bond issued by a Surety Company licensed to operate in the State of Mississippi, in the amount of five percent (5%) of the total bid price, payable to the City of Gautier as bid security.  The successful bidder will be required to furnish a Performance Bond and a Payment Bond each in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the contract amount. 
On bids which equal or exceed $50,000, Certificate of Responsibility classification issued by the Mississippi State Board of Contractors shall be written on the outside of the envelope containing the bids.  Bids of less than $50,000 will be marked on the outside that the bid contained within does not exceed $50,000.  Bids, which are for work outside of the classification listed for any bidder, shall be returned unopened
The proposal and contract documents in its entirety shall be submitted in a sealed envelope marked plainly, GAUTIER STREETSCAPE PH 2 CDBG PROJECT NO. R-109-192-01-KCR, and deposited with the City Purchasing Agent, Cindy Steen, 3330 Highway 90, Gautier, MS 39553 prior to the hour and date above designated.  In addition to the above, the sealed envelope shall list the Company Name and Address, and all applicable state and local license numbers.  No bidder may withdraw his bid within sixty (60) days after the date of actual bid opening, without Owner’s consent. 

Work to be performed shall be in accordance with the “Mississippi State Highway Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, 2004”, together with all amendments and/or special provisions and/or addenda to the standards duly approved and adopted, unless otherwise noted in these specifications.

The attention of Bidders is directed to the provisions of Subsection 102.07 pertaining to irregular proposals and rejection of bids.
