ISSUE:

Pursuant to the Mississippi Codes Annotated, 1972 § Title 21, Chapter 19, Section 11, Staff
requests that the City Council set a public hearing date for April 5, 2011, to receive public
comment regarding the abatement of the subject property.

BACKGROUND:

This property-sustained damage during Hurricane Katrina and code enforcement has received
repeated complaints in reference to the dilapidated condition of the buildings and scattered
trash/debris around the building since March 2008. When the property did not meet code
compliance, the property owner was referred to the City of Gautier, Municipal Court to resolve
the existing exterior code violations. After several court appearances, the exterior of the property
finally met all compliance codes and the case was closed.

The code enforcement officer was later assigned the responsibility to correct and identify all
dilapidated structures within the city and enforce our approved building codes including the

1
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condition of all structures within the City of Gautier to ensure the health, safety and welfare of
our citizens.

The structure is unsecured, has continued to fall into a serious state of disrepair, and poses a risk
to public health, safety and welfare of the community. The property is also located within a
flood plain (AE 15) as reflected in newer March 2009 requirements and the cost to repair would
be substantial. A letter dated January 25, 2011, mailed to the owner and he was given 30 days to
initiate repairs. On February 24, 2011, Mr. Snyder contacted the Code Enforcement Office one
day before the suspense date and informed the code enforcement officer the property could be
within code requirements within thirty days. There is no current elevation certificate, no
approved building plans or permits to make any repairs at this property.

APPLICABLE LAW:

Mississippi Statutes establishes the abatement process for public health, safety and welfare thus:

(1) To determine whether property or parcel of land located within a municipality is in such a
state of uncleanliness as to be a menace to the public health, safety and welfare of the
community, a governing authority of any municipality shall conduct a hearing, on its own
motion. Notice shall be provided to the property owner by:

() United States mail two (2) weeks before the date of the hearing mailed to the address
of the subject property and to the address where the ad valorem tax notice for such property is
sent by the office charged with collecting ad valorem tax; and

(b) Posting notice for at least two (2) weeks before the date of a hearing on the property or

parcel of land alleged to be in need of cleaning and at city hall or another place in the
municipality where such notices are posted.
If; at such hearing, the governing authority shall adjudicate the property or parcel of land in its
then condition to be a menace to the public health, safety and welfare of the community, the
governing authority, if the owner does not do so himself, shall proceed to clean the land, by the
use of municipal employees or by contract, by cutting grass and weeds; filling cisterns; removing
rubbish, dilapidated fences, outside toilets, dilapidated buildings, personal property, which
removal of personal property shall not be subject to the provisions of Section 21-39-21, and other
debris; and draining cesspools and standing water there from. The governing authority may by
resolution adjudicate the actual cost of cleaning the property and may impose a penalty not to
exceed One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) or fifty percent (50%) of the actual
cost, whichever is more.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends City Council hold a public hearing on April 5, 2011, in order to determine if
the property is a menace to the public health, safety and welfare of citizens and direct Staff to
commence with the appropriate notification process.

ISSUE:

Pursuant to the Mississippi Codes Annotated, 1972 § Title 21, Chapter 19, Section 11, the City
Council has set a public hearing date for March 15, 2011, to receive public comment regarding
the abatement of the subject property.

BACKGROUND:

This property-sustained damage during Hurricane Katrina and code enforcement has received
repeated complaints in reference to the dilapidated condition of the buildings and scattered
trash/debris around the building since October 2007. The original structure was built in 1935
according to Jackson County Tax Records. The remaining building was built in 1954 according
to the current owner who wanted to repair the building and use it as a storage facility. The
building has continued to fall into a serious state of disrepair and poses a risk to public health,
safety and welfare of the community. The property is also located within a flood plain and the
cost to repair would be substantial. The City’s Fire Department and Building Official have
determined the structure is unsafe due to:

- Considerable insect damage to support beams
- Roof structure damage due to weather and insects,
- Fire load (contents) does not meet the requirements for neat and orderly storage,

Since the Council’s last meeting February 15, 2010 to set a public hearing date, Staff has mailed
a letter of notification to the owner at the property/ad valorem tax notice address. Staff has
posted both the property and the City of Gautier bulletin board located within City Hall with a
notice of the scheduled hearing date at least two weeks prior to the hearing as required in
accordance with Mississippi Code Annotated 1972,

The property owner has already abated the property on his own accord and completed the
abatement March 3, 2011 to the satisfaction of staff,
