“PRE-EVENT DEBRIS REMOVAL MONITORING SERVICES” 

It is anticipated that the successful proposer(s) will enter into a contract that will run for two (2) consecutive years with an option to extend the contract on a yearly basis for up to two (2) additional years.  The extension clause may be exercised at the agreement of both parties.  The City reserves the right to reject any and all proposals received and to award said proposals in the best interest of the City.  

The City is seeking qualifications and proposals for monitoring the removal of disaster related debris from public right-of-way area of the City of Gautier.  Monitoring of the removal of disaster related debris from private property within the incorporated area may also be included, if directed by the City.  The primary purpose of this service is to monitor the removal, hauling, recycling, and disposal of disaster related debris in a proper and expeditious manner that is eligible for reimbursement through the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Public Assistance Program.  Cooperation with the FEMA, the Mississippi Emergency Management Agency (MEMA), the Mississippi Department of Environmental Quality (MDEQ), the Federal Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), and the City’s debris removal contractor  is also a top priority.  

Responding contractor must meet the following general requirements:

1) Be capable of providing debris monitoring services to include documenting the clean up, removal, separation, reduction, and disposal of disaster debris
2) Be knowledgeable and experienced in reimbursement through the FEMA Public Assistance program; and

3) Be capable of performing scope of work in a timely manner, recognizing that the City desires to have all documentation completed with 30 days after debris hauling operations are finished.

If requested by the City, additional services may include emergency management preparation and planning services, developing a debris management plan, providing detailed damage assessments, and assistance with reimbursement and financial recovery.  Separate task orders for these services must be approved by the City prior to performing services.   


Complete packages shall include an original and seven (7) identical copies of the Proposals, in a sealed package, clearly marked on the front of the package Pre-Event Debris Monitoring Services.  All Proposals must be submitted no later than 2:00 PM CST, August 12, 2013 to the Purchasing Office, Attn. Cindy Steen, 3330 Hwy 90, Gautier, MS  39553, at which time all proposals will be opened and recorded.  All proposals received after this time will be returned.
